A blue grooming top (which can be purchased from the Dog Grooming Department at the 
beginning of the course) Approx. cost £25.00.  If you have just finished the Level 2 course, 
then the overall you used then is ok to use. Any other grooming overall that you may 
already have which is suitable for the job can be worn too. 

College equipment such as clippers and scissors may be used at commencement of your 
course and advice can be given should you have any relevant equipment already to hand. 

Any electrical clippers / equipment must be PAT tested prior to use at college. 

Appropriate clothing for dog grooming and flat closed in sensible non-slip shoes (no 
sandals). 

Hand notepad and other suitable writing materials including a level arch file and A4 lined 
paper.

Packed lunch or money for lunch and a bottle of water
