To
register you will need to request a doctors letter via email: homestay@chichester.ac.uk and can then be
collected from the International office, once you have this letter, please ask your Host Provider to help you
register. If you are here for less than six months, you can still see a doctor as a walk-in patient. If you become
ill during your stay, please ask your Host to contact their doctor to make an appointment for you.
