Click on the Anonymous User
button in the top right-hand corner. Click on the Log
Out button. Log in using your College username and
password. If you are already logged into your
College Microsoft 365 account, you will be logged in
automatically.

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How do | search?

To find a particular programme, you can enter a
keyword from the title into the Search Box.

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Planet eStream recordings are also grouped together
by Category to help you find programmes recorded for
a specific area more easily. Click on the Categories
button next to the search box and then select the
subject area you are interested in. eg: Education

)

Within each category you can search for programmes
in the search box. You can format the display to list
the results in order of popularity, A-Z title or date
added by using the filters and clicking on the search
button again.

How do | use the
results?

Make the programme full screen by clicking the
full screen box at the bottom of the screen.
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Revert by pressing the Escape key. Move between
sections of the programme by dragging across the
brown timeline bar at the bottom of the screen.

Your lecturer may have created Chapters or
Playlists for you to watch. A Chapter is a short
clip of a programme selected specifically for you
and a Playlist is a selection of programmes
grouped together for you to watch on a particular
topic.
