Entry Requirements
Students require an interest to develop their skills for work and to aspire to progress onto either Vocation + or a level one course.  After interview, an assessment period of six weeks will determine the suitability of each student for this course. Students should be working at Entry Level 2 or above.

3 days a week – full time. 1 day work placement (where applicable)
