Entry Requirements
Students require a passion to progress onto a level one vocational programme and working at Entry 3.
Duration

1 academic year with an Individualised college programme.
Qualification

The opportunity for qualification will be discussed in line with the individual’s needs and job role following interview and assessment. English and maths are imbedded into this programme at the appropriate level
