Task 4 : revise the perfect tense

The perfect tense is formed with an auxiliary verb and a past participle. The auxiliary verb is either
avoir or étre. Most verbs go with avoir, but all reflexive verbs and some other verbs e.g. sortir,
rester, go with étre.

The past participle takes the following endings:

-er verbs -é mangé (manger)
regular -ir verbs -i fini (finir)
regular -re verbs -u attendu (attendre)

But many past participles are irregular — see the Grammaire section at the end of the Student
Book.

With étre verbs, the past participle needs to agree with the subject, i.e. add -e for feminine
singular, -s for masculine plural and -es for feminine plural.
