Train: 
The closest train station to the college is Brighton Station. It is approximately a 7-minute walk 
via Trafalgar Street to Central Campus. 
The next train station is London Road Station, it is approximately a 15-minute walk to central 
campus via London Road.  
 

Parking: 
There are 3 car parks within a 5-minute walking distance: 

1. Trafalgar Street car park entrance on Whitecross Street 

2. The Lanes car park entrance on Black Lion St  

3. London Road car park entrance on Providence place  

Note: Prices vary depending on which car park you choose and can be expensive

shops, St Peter's Church or Brighton Station.
