You may have already received a handout on the welcome day in June but here is a reminder of 
what the summer project entails. 

Seasons of the year 

Task 1:   

 
To start your creative journey, we would like you to research, collage and develop a physical A3 mood 
board for each Season of the year. SPRING SUMMER AUTUMN WINTER. Your mood board should 
interpret the season's mood, colours, textures and character. Complete this with annotation of words and 
feelings that inspire you and the feelings it emotes.  

This will be four individual mood boards one for each season. This will also include some of task 2.  

Task 2: 

Once you have researched and created your mood boards you need to design a makeup face 
chart for all four seasons. These face charts can be on a separate piece of paper or included as 
part of your mood board. Think about shapes, placement, textures and even adornments (glitter/ 
gems/lashes etc). 

Once you have designed all four, turn at least one of your designs into a physical makeup on 
yourself or a model and photograph this to show the class in your first week. 

The Summer Project task will be explained in more detail on the welcome day, and you will 
receive a hand out to take home.
